· Carry out groundworks, including the excavation, shuttering and casting of small-scale concrete slabs to support new oil tanks and boilers.
· Carry out pipework alterations under supervision of a qualified plumbing and heating engineer.
· Be responsible for housekeeping in the Estate’s pumphouses and reservoirs.
· Be responsible for making good walls and floors after works have been carried out by the engineers.
